Text: Yan Emperor Teaching People to Plant Grains

Honored as Yan Emperor (or Yandi), the legendary figure was believed to have created a
primitive form of agriculture in Neolithic time, teaching many how to grow and harvest plants
as an alternative way of life to hunting. To date, more than 60 percent of China’s 1.3 billion
people continue to reside in rural areas. Though many of them no longer engage in farming,
the culture of farming persists.!']

According to historical records, the legendary emperor introduced agriculture in China. He
was worshipped as God of Farming. As he promoted the use of fire, he was known as Yan
Emperor. Yan in Chinese means flame. He ruled for 120 years, which was about 5,500 years —
6,000 years ago. Yan Emperor invented the plough and taught people to farm; he tasted herbs
and invented medicines; he gathered people to trade at noon and initiated markets; he wove
hemp (CKJFK) into fabric and invented garments (£</Ii); he made Qin, a musical instrument; he
made bows and arrows; and he made potter and axes; he built houses for people to stay in.
The eight major contributions to the Chinese civilization prepared a solid material and cultural
foundation for the nation to flourish. He died from tasting a highly poisonous herb near
Changsha, today’s capital city of Hunan Province.?]

Yan Emperor, just after Fuxi, is the second founder of Chinese civilization. He was born and
grew up near Jiangshui River (Qishui of Shanxi province) with Jiang as his surname. Just like
Fuxi, he was also a god with the appearance of half human and half animal, that is, he had an
ox head and a human body.’! Yan Emperor, also called Shennong, is regarded as the god of
agriculture, fire and the sun, as well as the founder of agricultural civilization in China.
Legend has it that one day in the period of Yan Emperor, a red holy bird was flying in the sky
holding a grain with nine ears in its mouth. Some of its seeds fell down to the earth which
were collected and sewed into the field by Yan Emperor. People harvested more grains in
autumn. Consequently, they preferred to stay in a fixed place to plant crops rather than to hunt
in the wilderness. Then they decided to settle down and started their farming life in which
they sewed in spring and harvested in autumn.

It was Suiren who discovered how to make fire, but it was Yan Emperor who popularized the
use of fire, especially the use of fire in agriculture. According to the different uses of the fire,

Yan Emperor divided fire into several kinds, such as, candle fire for lighting, hall fire for

getting warmth, stove fire for cooking and so on. Specially-assigned persons were responsible
for making fire, keeping fire, and using fire respectively, which could make use of fire not
only to benefit people, but also to reduce disasters (%< ¥) caused by fire.

As the tribe developed with an increasingly larger population, people needed more lands to
plant crops in order to meet their need for food. Yan Emperor himself led his people to
cultivate virgin land (b2, AKIFEFI5EHE) for farming. The first step was to log off wild
bushes and woods. They used to do it with hands, which took much time and energy. Once a
fire caused by thunder scorched everything in the mountain, which inspired (i, & i#)Yan
Emperor to cultivate virgin land by burning. This turned out to be a good method. On the one
hand, it saved a lot of time and efforts; on the other hand, the plant ash turned into good
fertilizer which could promote the growth of the crops. Later, after harvesting, farmers
directly burned the straws in the field to supplement (#h 7¢) the fertility of the soil. This
farming method has been passing down from generation to generation.

The wild plants and bushes on the surface could be cleaned away by burning, but their roots
were still left in the earth which made sewing difficult. And they could regrow next year and
affected the growth of crops by consuming (74 #E) space, water and fertilizer. Therefore, Yan
Emperor invented “Lei Si”— a kind of tilling tool to dig and turn soil, which is the
predecessor (FI1T:, H£r) of plow. He taught people to turn and loosen the soil with wooden
Lei Si. This method greatly improved their cultivation. In the harvesting season, Yan Emperor
taught people to reap with clam sickles (FH i 5¢ 5 B% 1) 9 7] ). Compared with simple stone
tools, Lei Si and clam sickle were convenient to carry and use, thus greatly improving the
farming efficiency.

Apart from the glorious Taihao Tomb, Wugu Temple is another famous historic site in
Huaiyang. It was said to be the place where Yan Emperor, also known as Shennong, taught
people to plant “Wugu” (five grains— broomcorn millet (28 ), millet (5£), bean, wheat and
rice). Shennong Well nearby was said to be drilled by Yan Emperor who taught people to fetch
water to irrigate crops. Stone adze (%%), stone sickle and stone axe in the Neolithic Age were

right discovered here. Thereupon, Yan Emperor may not be a figure only in the myth. (851W)

DEMETER (15 25X H-) was the Olympian goddess of agriculture, grain and bread who
sustained mankind with the earth’s rich bounty (/i) . Demeter was depicted as a mature woman,
often wearing a crown and bearing sheaves (%) of wheat or a cornucopia (horn of plenty), and a
torch.

Demeter was the mother of Persephone and Dionysus. Zeus, without the knowledge of
Demeter, had promised Persephone to Pluto (%455 ) , and while the unsuspecting maiden
was gathering flowers which Zeus had caused to grow in order to tempt her and to favour Pluto’s
scheme, the earth suddenly opened and she was carried off. Demeter in her anger at this news
avoided Olympus ( B AKJLHr 111 ) , and dwelt upon earth among men, conferring presents and
blessings wherever she was kindly received, and severely punishing those who repulsed (#H4)

her or did not receive her gifts with proper reverence. As the goddess still continued in her anger,

and produced famine on the earth by not allowing the fields to produce any fruit, Zeus, anxious

that the race of mortals ( A2%) should not become extinct, sent Iris to induce Demeter to return to
Olympus. At length, Zeus conciliated (Z$f) her by entreaties (Z.3K ) and presents; but she vowed
not to return to Olympus, nor to restore the fertility of the earth, till she had seen her daughter
again. Zeus finally granted that Persephone should spend only a part of the year (i. e. the winter)
in subterraneous (1 ) ) darkness, and that during the rest of the year she should remain with her
mother.

The myths of Demeter and her daughter embody the idea that the productive powers of the
earth or nature rest or are concealed during the winter season; the goddess (Demeter and
Persephone) then rules in the depth of the earth mournfully, but striving upwards to the
all-animating light. Persephone, who has eaten of the pomegranate (/4 4%) |, is the fructified (%4
BSHy) flower that returns in spring, dwells in the region of light during a portion of the year,
and nourishes men and animals with her fruits.

Demeter was the goddess of the earth, and more especially of the earth as producing fruit,
and consequently of agriculture, whence (AW H) human food or bread is called the gift of
Demeter. As agriculture is the basis of a well-regulated social condition, Demeter is also regarded
as the friend of peace and as a law-giving goddess.

Story has it that Fuxi is not only the clan leader in the east and the chief of the three sage
kings and five virtuous emperors of China at the 4 of human civilization, but also an
omnipotent wise man 5 of various kinds of skills. Fuxi created the Eight Diagrams, which
were the origin of The Book of Changes, or I-Ching, the earliest Chinese book on philosophy. He
simulated ( #%1/j ) the spider to weave fishing net. He was not only able to make musical
instruments, but also good at cooking tasty food. Moreover, he 6 a lot to the traditional
Chinese medicine and was the forefather of Chinese civilization. He also formulated etiquettes and
regulations for people, reducing the barbaric marriage by plundering. (!

Fuxi died at a place called Chen (Huaiyang, Henan province). It is said that Confucius, after
7 research, was convinced that the tomb contained Fuxi’s skull. The mausoleum (f5%) 8
there as early as the Spring and Autumn Period, 9 3,000 years ago. In 1996, the Taihao
Mausoleum was designated a key historical monument under national protection. Buildings and
plants have been arranged in a giant compound to 10 the Eight Trigrams. In 2006, Taihao
Fuxi Memorial became one of the first batches of national intangible cultural heritage.

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Start of Spring (37.%), the first solar term of the year, begins this year on Feb 4 and ends on
Feb 18. Start of Spring lifts the curtain of spring. People in China began holding a special
ceremony on the first day of Start of Spring about 3,000 years ago. They made sacrifices to Gou
Mang, the god of Spring, who is in charge of agriculture. By the Qing Dynasty (1644-1911),
greeting spring had become an important folk activity. Here are some traditional customs.

According to some experts, the 24 solar terms were used for the first time in books during the
Western Han Dynasty (206 BC-AD 24), when the Start of Spring was set as the Spring Festival. 1.

appeared during the Tang Dynasty (618-907). People would do so to welcome spring and pray for

good luck on the first day of Start of Spring.

Spring is the best season for kite-flying, which has a history of more than 2,000 years. It can
help build one’s health, prevent diseases and has the effect of promoting blood circulation and
speeding up metabolism (H7 %1 i). It is said that the egg can be set upright on the first day of
the Start of Spring. It is believed that if someone can make the egg stand, he will have good luck

in the future. 2. In many parts of China, people observe the custom of “biting the spring” on the

first day of Start of Spring. They eat spring pancakes (3 Fi%F), spring rolls, or a few mouthfuls of

carrots. People also appreciate the plum blossom which is the most highly regarded, as it fights
against the cold. In China, the plum blossom, orchid, bamboo and chrysanthemum are praised as
the four gentlemen of Chinese flowers.

Wearing fabric swallows is a custom in some regions in Shaanxi. Every Start of Spring,
people like to wear a swallow made of colorful silk on their chests, which is a harbinger (k) of
spring and a symbol of prosperity (34HE, % %%) and happiness. The local government in Shaanxi
hires some skilled artisans (_L.[) to build the frame of an ox out of bamboo strips (17 /) and the
legs with wood. Then they paste some paper and paint onto it. When the paper ox is ready, there is
a ritual to paint the eyes. After that, people will set up an altar for it and worship it. (425 W)

In other words, the students said they felt unusually
worried or afraid. An additional 40 percent of students said they felt (12 ) —very, very sad.

Experts give several explanations for why the number of students seeking help for mental health
issues is rising. One reason could simply be a change in American culture. In the United States,
people are (13) comfortable talking about mental health issues and bringing their problems
to trained (14) . Another reason could be related to the current generation of young people
attending universities today. But one reason is surely higher education itself.

Ben Locke is the (15) director at the Center for Collegiate Mental Health. He also
serves as the director of counseling and psychological services at Pennsylvania State University.
Locke says feeling worried and sad are normal parts of life. But college is a difficult time when
students want to make friends, find their (16) and succeed academically. “College being a
place with high demands, lots of (17) and lots of concern about being able to get a good job
after college, certainly increases the level of stress that students experience.”

Giorgia felt the stress of college life in a very severe way. She began her studies at McGill
University in Montreal, Canada, in 2010. She wanted very badly to succeed there, but she often
worried she would fail. Even before she went to college, Giorgia worried about things. At age 11,
Giorgia was (18) with obsessive compulsive disorder, or OCD. OCD causes a person to
focus intensely on the same thoughts and repeat the same behaviors over and over. At McGill,
Giorgia worried about her (19) performance. She also worried about what she would do
after college. In her third year of school, Giorgia worried so much about her worrying that she began

seeing a therapist.
